
James W. Sewall Company Is Nominated for 2003 NOVA Award

(Old Town, Maine--14 November 2002)  GIS firm James W. Sewall Company was

recently nominated for a 2003 Construction Innovation Forum (CIF) NOVA Award.

Presented annually by the CIF, the NOVA Award honors innovations in the construction

industry that have improved construction quality and cost. Sewall's innovation, one of 35

NOVA Award nominations worldwide, was the use of digital close-range

photogrammetry for the structural measurement and analysis of a half-mile cable

suspension bridge. Compared to traditional surveying methods, this measurement

approach reduced the time required to collect data in the field, was considerably safer,

created minimal impact to traffic flow, and produced a comprehensive record of existing

site conditions for bridge modernization efforts. The NOVA Awards Jury will meet in

early 2003 to select up to five innovations to receive the Award, which will be presented

at the Fifteenth Annual Innovation Celebration, April 24, in Dearborn, Michigan.
